New Media Literacy Resources for Parents – Supporting Safe Online Conversations 

We are pleased to share an important new Media Literacy campaign from the Department for Science, 
Innovation and Technology (DSIT), supported by The Prevent Team, titled “You Won’t Know Until You Ask.” 

The campaign has been developed to support parents and carers in having open, informed and constructive 
conversations with children and young people about what they encounter online. 

Why is this important? 

Children and young people are increasingly exposed to online content that can be confusing, misleading or 
harmful. This can include: 

• Misogynistic or extremist-influencing material 

• Body-shaming and harmful stereotypes 

• Rage-bait and sensational content designed to provoke strong emotional responses 

• Online misinformation and conspiracy narratives 

Research shows that regular conversations with trusted adults significantly strengthen young people’s ability 
to think critically, question what they see, and seek support when something does not feel right. 

What does the campaign offer? 

The “You Won’t Know Until You Ask” campaign provides: 

• Practical conversation starters for parents 

• Guidance on how to ask open, non-judgemental questions 

• Support for building children’s critical thinking and digital resilience 

• Evidence-based insights from national research with parents
