If your child is attending,
they should arrive at Joseph Leckie Academy no later than 6:45pm on Thursday 2nd July. We expect to
return to the Academy at approximately 11:30pm, at which point students should be collected promptly to be
taken home.
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We would like to thank you for your continued support in ensuring that students maintain high standards of
attendance, punctuality, conduct, and uniform during this final stage.

We are extremely proud of the manner in which Year 11 students have conducted themselves throughout the
examination period, and we hope their commitment and effort will be reflected in their results.
