I am sure you will be aware that Mrs Glover, who worked at Joseph Leckie Academy for 25 years, very sadly and 
unexpectedly passed away a few weeks ago.  
 
As an academy community we have felt the shock and the sadness very deeply. Mrs Glover was a much loved 
and well respected member of the staff team and Joseph Leckie and had built up very strong personal and 
professional relationships with large numbers of staff.  
 
Since the sad news of her passing, staff and students have joined together to support each other and I have been 
really impressed with the empathy and kindness that has been shown by everyone.  
 
Mrs Glover’s funeral is taking place next Tuesday, 8th March, and as a mark of respect for the staff who wish to 
attend her funeral, for operational reasons we need to make alternative education arrangements for students 
in Years 9 and 10. Students in these year groups only will be asked to remain at home on this day and complete 
work set on SharePoint. All other students are expected to attend the academy as usual to follow their usual 
timetable.
